6. BUSINESS: 
· Veterans Memorial Bid- Award
We received 3 Bids this round
Supervisor Depew said this is the 3rd time we have put this Bid out.
         - Consorti Bro Paving and Sealcoating $171,727.10
         - B & B Landscaping $73,975.00
         - Santini Lawn Care Corp $82,600.00

Councilman Fazio is asking if everyone that put the bid in met all the insurance criteria? 
Supervisor DePew said that in the packet says what has to be done. In looking at the numbers, the one that bid the lowest is the one that did not turn in the insurance. The lowest bid is also an employee of the Town, a Police Officer. I reached out to our attorney to make sure it wasn’t a conflict of interest. I would like him to write a letter from the employee to his department head stating his intention. Also, a letter to the Town Board stating his intention to show good faith. 
Councilman Fazio- If we accept this bid it would be contingent on receiving this letter?
Councilman O’Flaherty- It is competitive, also the lowest bid. I don’t know that for the scope of work, the difference between the 2 lowest presents a better value. 
Supervisor DePew- I believe all 3 of these companies are capable and have observed their work. 
Councilman Castillo- I would like to go with the lowest bidder
Councilman Fazio- They are both pretty close, comparing the two lowest bidders. 

Supervisor DePew said all 3 bids are above the amount of the grant. My recommendation said to utilize the funding from recreation and the park money. 
Councilman O’Flaherty- What is the amount of the grant?
Supervisor DePew- I believe around $72,000. All 3 of these bidders are above but this is the third time we have put this out to bid. I don’t want to lose this grant again; we have already lost it and recovered it twice. This grant is 10 years old. 

Councilman O’Flaherty made a motion to award the bid for the Veterans Memorial to B&B Landscaping and any amount above the grant it would be supported by the Recreation and Park funds. Within a window of 72 hours, to supply the supporting documents requested- letter to the Town Board and his department head, as well as insurance.

· Funding Building Replacement
Supervisor DePew said the building committee we have formed is going on its second year. We're looking at the highway department, we're looking at the town hall, the police station for the replacement. No prior supervisor has put away one single nickel in anticipation of any kind of repair or replace. We did hire Tinkleman and Associates in 2023 to come in and do a building feasibility study.
Last meeting we ended up passing our 2026 budget in our town. My anticipation doing the budget that the budget was going to come in much less with the anticipation to use $300,000 out of the fund balance. We did not do that. We chose to go in at zero and, of course, the taxes increased. We did not touch the fund balance. 

My recommendation is that we establish an account for building replacement, and we move $150,000 from our fund balance into a high interest earning account, and we start that process this year. We will move forward, moving money around and locking it up in anticipation of replacing our buildings in the future. What does the board feel? 
Councilman O’Flaherty- I think it's a noble, good idea, and it's a good line in the sand to get going and start in that direction. So, I support it. 


Supervisor DePew made a motion that we take $150,000 from our fund balance and we establish an account and an align on our budget in our future budgeting for building replacement. 
Seconded by Councilman Hoppenstedt

· Maple Avenue-Sidewalk Project
Supervisor DePew said that sidewalk project in Clintondale has been going on for 10, 12 years and we've all been kicking the can down the road and nothing's been going on. We actually were fortunate to utilize ARPA funds to do a study the sidewalks recently-. Engineering and feasibility. Barton LoGiudice has been working on a feasibility study to replace the current sidewalks, and they are researching the funding of that through a grant processes. 
I am anticipating that this December, next month, that hopefully we will be in the process of the grant and then finding out in the early spring whether we have been awarded that or not. 
We have put out in the past two years two other grants that were unsuccessful. 

Supervisor DePew would like to appoint Councilman Fazio to follow up with the sidewalk project as he's already had his finger on the prize there since the beginning. 







· Police Commissioner Law
Supervisor DePew said under this law currently that we have on the books. This new law we are proposing is in anticipation of changing that or updating that law and making it accurate to the way we do things. 

RESOLUTION #64- Abolishment of Police Commissioner Law, providing for public notice of a hearing
Supervisor DePew explained that what we're going to do is waive the current Police Commission, and currently, as it stands, the town board will actually do that job as it's been doing in the past. 
He stated: Be it resolved that an introductory law entitled Abolishment of the Town of Plattekill Police Commission be, and it hereby is introduced by Supervisor DePew before the town board of the Town of Plattekill and the County of Ulster and State of New York, and be it further resolved that copies of the aforesaid proposed local law be laid upon the desk of each member of the board, and be it further resolved that the board hold a public hearing  on the proposed local law at the Town Hall of 1915, Route 4455, Modena, New York, 12548 at 7 p.m. on December 3rd, 2025. 
And be it further resolved that the clerk publish the cause to be published a public notice in the official newspaper of the Town of Plattekill of said public hearing at least 10 days prior thereto. Seconded by Councilman Castillo.

OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Councilman Fazio is talking about the Memorial projects at the Town Park. There was a memorial tree where they can actually put plaques onto it. We talked about possibly placing a bench on a trail in the back but along with that is the longevity of the bench, what the upkeep would be, the replacement, are we responsible in perpetuity forever to take care of it?  Linda has suggested a memorial tree but that was quite costly. If we did one monument, the wording of each person that is recognized on this, and put a brass plaque on it. If we did something even under the pavilion, a plaque on the wall, same thing, brass plates; it would be out of the weather, low maintenance
Supervisor DePew- If somebody wants to donate something like that, just say the cost of the plaque initially is going to be, $500 for the plaque. How would we fund that, first off? The second thing would be if somebody came in and wanted to be recognized in the memorial, would they have to make a certain level of contribution to have a plaque on the memorial?
Councilman Fazio- If I recall correctly, that's kind of where we left off. You would have to create a standard. Where are you going to put them if we did benches? It's the same thing with the plaque. We will continue to work in this and come up with some sort of conclusion.

2. Councilman O’Flaherty- Linkwell, so I spoke with him twice since we left that off, some of the concerns Mr. Castillo and I had were the copper being one because it does have a large mass to it, so the copper is underground and it's buried under quite a big slab of concrete, so that became a very minimal concern for me. Then I had concerns with some of the maintenance and upkeep costs and all of which, componentry-wise and insurance-wise are covered through this carport. I suggest we to move forward with the port and its location.

Councilman O’Flaherty made a motion to move forward with the car charging port over at the park through Linkwell. And I would also carry that with, make a motion to have the Supervisor move forward and sign the contract to have the car port installed.
Seconded by Councilman Castillo

3. Employee Handbook- Councilman Fazio said there was 2 board members that were tasked with reviewing the current handbook probably about two years ago. Has anything come of that? 
Councilman Hoppenstedt- I have some highlighted notes in terms of those but we got to get together and review it. 
Councilman Fazio- Yes, it would be nice if they get together and compare notes. Let's see where we're going. So, if you guys could get together and come up with something and present it either at the next meeting or therefore right after, we can take care of that.


7.     PUBLIC INPUT: 
· Supervisor Depew made a motion to open Public Input at 7:45PM.
Seconded by Councilman Hoppenstedt

1. Kathy Beinkafner- Way back in the beginning, when you were talking about recent fees, there was something called the street search? What is that?
Supervisor DePew- It's a street search, and I believe it has to do with, and this is the building department. The street search is for driveways, for the accesses, for the driveway permits. 

2. Annette Laskowsky- The Veteran’s Day Ceremony was wonderful veteran ceremony. A little windy, but it worked out well. The highway department did a fantastic job putting up the banners, and they're generating some interest, so people are wanting to know where to get them and how to get them, so that's good. I was a little disappointed at the last meeting, the public hearing on the budget hearing, that the board did not discuss anything that was mentioned that night that you just passed the budget. Every member of the board is equally responsible for that budget, and you didn't even take into consideration anything that was said.
Councilman O’Flaherty- We put in a ton of man hours into that, individually, responsible, debated, back and forth, kicking and pulling and screaming, sometimes blood drawn. To have that meeting, and to have us read to you, line by line, it's an insult to us. We should not have to go through it line item by line. We're giving you an agenda, we can look through it, and we can see where we may have questions. Same thing with the budget. We get the budget; we look through it. It was a disrespect for the time wasted in reading it. It was, in my opinion, insulting for us to go through it in that way to read. It wasn't anything we were hiding or usurping or trying to avoid. All of the questions that came forward were pertinent and considered long before we handed out that document. And to say we didn't debate it or discuss it, a lot of the points that were made were already discussed. 
Annette- I totally disagree with you. Because I sit here year after year after year, during the budgets, during the town board meetings, some people read slowly.
Councilman O’Flaherty- Was this budget available before the meeting? 
Annette-Yes.
Councilman O’Flaherty- This is available to the public, which it is, then we should assume that if you're here, you're here to have a question. You have information provided to you. There's no movement unless we educate ourselves on what we're doing. To sit here, it's kind of disrespectful to think that we do not take anything into consideration. Supervisor DePew- Every year we have a budget at the same time. Every year the tentative budget comes out. It's a wish list at best. You've been here for the longest time. You know what the process is, and I was a little bit surprised but not surprised, really, to see a sign that was out that was deceptive at best that. That wasn't truth, and we do our due diligence every day to come to the point where we make a decision up here. That was the decision we made. I think they made a well-educated decision. We did not put out there, we think the budget's going to be this. We took everybody, the three firehouses, the library. They don't want to see it, but when they go and they give it to us, whichever firehouse. We put it out there, and everybody says, oh, they're going to raise it here. You've filmed these meetings. 
Annette- I've been coming for 40-some years.
Supervisor DePew- So has there ever been a time where the tentative budget has become the actual budget in the town of Plattekill? That is their job to come up with their requirements and their needs for the department. The board does not know every day-to-day minute that's going on in those departments.
Supervisor DePew- I take the job serious. I spent a lot of time here. But it's very disheartening when some of those folks that I spent the most time with, two hours after they left my office, right away, on the great Facebook world, they're killing us. These lights, it costs money to keep the lights on, more than it did last year, more than it did six months ago. The insurance, the salaries, everybody wants to get paid more. We do our darndest to look, but most of these fees that we're changing or establishing have not been changed or updated since 2004. How do you turn around and budget for 15 years or 10 years and say zero, zero, zero?  The cost of doing business goes up. Fuel costs, tire costs, salary, benefits, retirement. There are so many aspects that go into budgeting. Nobody understands that. But they will understand it soon. That's budgeting. We do our best with what we have. 
Comparatively through the years, there's not one year. I do not believe that there's not one year.
 Maybe this year would be about the first time that money was not taken out of the fund balance. 
Every administration from as far back as the 90s, I don't remember what actual year it was. It was the early 90s, they only took out $70,000 or they only took out $45,000. Well, guess what? The numbers are not the same today as they were back then. $45,000 back then is like $100,000 here. That fund balance is not a savings account or a slush fund to turn around and take and buy things that you want because they're shiny. That is money that we collected from the taxpayers that we did not spend because we overtaxed in anticipation that the costs would rise. So that money goes into the fund balance. So, it only makes sense to offset the tax increase to utilize the tax money that you've already collected from the taxpayers to give them relief so they don't have 35% increase in taxes, so they don't have a big jump in taxes. Nobody understands percentage. Everybody gets hung up on percentages.  Like was said earlier, the only thing that the town board is responsible for is the general fund, the highway fund, the lighting districts, and the police department. Everybody else does their own budgeting. And then we put it all together. You have filmed almost every one of the meetings. Go back and look at the time that we spent just in the meetings alone and times that probably by six with the amount of phone calls, one-on-one meetings, the meetups and try to negotiate because everybody's scared to death to have more than two people together at a time because it constitutes a meeting. The highway department, how many developments have gone in from the 90s to now? And that's more gas. That's more salt, sand. Everything goes up. And I believe everybody on this board; we want to do the best for the town because we live in this town. And to say that we don't want to care or anything about the audience. 

3. Mike Lembo- Two questions. Where is the charging station going to be located at this park? The current police commission law has been on the books for a long, long time. Why is it now that you feel you have to change it from what it is previously was to what you want to change it to? 
Supervisor DePew- Nearest to the road and the corner, Southwest corner. Because the value of doing that was suggested two years ago, and we just haven't had the time to do it. So collectively, we have gotten together, and that's where we have come to.

4. John Fazio- The current police commission, if it was done correctly, it wasn't board members that were doing that, you would have five other people doing it. So why would the town get rid of five extra people that want to volunteer their time. 
Supervisor DePew- The way that the police commission was set up originally, it was set up to actually have those folks that would be made up of the outside people, not the board itself, that it would be made up and they would have a very big input in negotiations, discipline, budgets. That law was enacted back in the early 90s. It was never followed through. The board always continually acted as the police commissioners. The board was responsible for doing the budgets. The board was responsible for the hiring, not necessarily the hiring, but sitting in on the process of the hiring and we hired onto the advice of the chief. This is the direction the board wants to go in. 
John Fazio- So what you're saying is that means if you have a public hearing, there's really no sense of anybody coming to say anything because you already said where you're going. 
Supervisor DePew- No, that we're going forward and we're having a public hearing. You are from New Pulse, correct? That's your residence.
John Fazio- Yeah, but if you look at what I pay in taxes for this town. If somebody's vested into the town as much as I am, first of all, tax wise, second of all, business wise, I'm probably in this town more than most of the people that live here because the people who live here aren't really allowed to do business here, so they leave the town to go to work. 
Supervisor DePew- We are moving forward and having a public hearing. We will make a decision next month and we will move on from there. 
John Fazio- I am asking how this works? If there's 50 people in a room and 45 of them go against what you want to do. So, do you really think the board should make a decision if the majority didn't want you to do that? Aren't you there for what the people want? Aren't you sitting there to listen and read the people? I don't think the people elect you up there to be their voice or their mind.
Supervisor DePew- A public hearing is to gain knowledge and educate ourselves so we can make the best decision that we can under the oath of office that we have taken, the affirmation to sit here and support the town of Plattekill. 


5. Patty Brooks- I was just checking back. I last appeared before the board in August regarding the request for the board to consider allowing manufactured home parts to have limited special uses in the HR Hamlet residential district. The board had requested that I do some research on it regarding what potentially the financial and economic and emergency services impacts would be on the town. And I did submit that, and I know the town was going to try and do a little bit of homework as well. I was just trying to check and see what the status on that was, what your research has yielded, have the board members had the opportunity to review the memorandum that I presented, and maybe when we can get back on the board again as an item to try to discuss) it further. 
Supervisor DePew- I will tell you the additional information that you sent me; I did make copies and distributed it to the board. But the board also, we've been involved in budget season, and that's where the stoppage was on proceeding with that. But I will assure you that as a board, especially with you being here tonight, we will respect your time, and we will re-entertain that and look at that again closely. I will also tell you that Barton LoGiudice is right now anticipating an answer in December for the grant that we put in for to proceed and go on with the new zoning. And the anticipation would be that if we were favorably chosen for that grant, that probably in April, April-May time frame, that kickoff would start, and that would not be like the comprehensive plan. I know you're not going to like the numbers, but the anticipation would be more than likely December 2026 or January of 2027, the completion.
Patty Brooks- We talked about, this is not about one particular developer. This is about changing a law. So, we're trying to bring, me as a planner, trying to bring something into the town that perhaps more than likely will make it more economically feasible for people to come and call this their home and live independently.
Supervisor DePew- Exactly to what you just alluded to, there's also an aspect of increased cost by such a massive introduction of homes into the community. You know, then there's burdens on the school districts.
Patty Brooks- So this is an overall law that would allow a developer to come in and make a presentation. It doesn't allow somebody tomorrow to put a mobile home in any more than it allows currently the law for somebody to come in and put in 200 residential units on any piece of property in the town. Any development potentially will put more demand on services. The question here is not; will development put more demand on services? It's whether this type of a development in this particular zone will create more of a burden on the municipality than what current uses in that zone would potentially produce. And the answer to that is no.
Supervisor DePew- I think with you being here tonight and just having this dialogue back and forth, I think there's value in the board recirculating with that. And if you would contact me probably by the end of next week in anticipation of where the board stands in their feelings, maybe or maybe not, we could put you on the agenda and there would be other questions that the board would like to ask directly.

                   INTRODUCTORY LOCAL LAW

                                ABOLISHMENT OF THE TOWN OF PLATTEKILL 
                                                            POLICE COMMISSION


BE IT ENACTED by the Town Board of the Town of Plattekill, County of Ulster, State of New York, pursuant to §10 of the Municipal Home Rule Law:


	Section 1:	This Local Law shall be known as the “Abolishment of the Town of Plattekill Police Commission”  and shall repeal Chapter 13 of the Code of the Town of Plattekill entitled “Police Commission”

	Section 2:	It is the intent of this law to abolish the Police Commission of the Town of Plattekill as established in the Town of Plattekill Code Chapter 13 and for the Town Board to exercise all the administrative powers related to police matters.

	Section 3:	The Town of Plattekill Police Commission is hereby abolished pursuant to the authority set forth in Town Law §150(2).

	The Town Board of the Town of Plattekill shall exercise all administrative powers related to police matters, as authorized by Town Law §150.
	
	Section 4:	This local law supersedes the provision of Town Law §150 regarding the establishment of a Police Commission.
